Each year, we ask parents to complete the Ofsted Parent survey after they have attended their
child’s annual progress evening. This information is available for all to see via the Ofsted Parent

View website, which you can find here.

Last year, 97% of respondents agreed that their child was happy at school. similarly positive
responses were given for the other survey questions. This is significantly higher than survey
results for most other schools, which you can explore via this website.

We pride ourselves on the work that we do to engage with parents and to deliver on our school
vision. This manifests itself most clearly in the response we get on our Year 5/ 6 Open Evening,
which once again was hugely successful this year. Almost 350 families attended the event this
year — similar to previous years, which typically converts into more applications for school
places than we can accommodate and sadly some families do not get a place for their child at
our school. On the night, we direct people to the Local Authority admissions team for advice on
the likelihood of getting a place so that families can ensure that they have a strong Plan B.

This is a terrific position for our schoolto be in, and we do not take it for granted. It has huge
benefits for the school, bringing stability and confidence but the credit for this is shared across our
entire schoolcommunity. The supportthat parents, and other family members, give us in terms of
attendance, behaviour and uniform standards means that our students are a strong focal point
within the local community, setting examples that others wish to follow and creating a school that
other parents wish their children to attend. It is a great team effort and we thank you for your
ongoing support.
